Developments in Europe on Licensed Shared Access, by Peter Anker, Ministerie van Economische Zaken
Peter introduced the newest ideas in the European spectrum domain about spectrum sharing: Licensed Shared Access. He gave pointers to 2 consultations of the Electronic Communication Committee. 

The decision and the report is on the use of the 2300-2400 MHz band.

Experiments with Licensed Shared Access, by Cristian Alexandru NSN (Nokia Solutions and Networks)
Cristian gave a presentation about a type of Licensed Shared Services: Authorized Shared Services. He gave his presentation followed by a demonstration of how the use of the spectrum followed the parameter setting on the database. His colleague Ulrich Rehfuss followed the presentation via an audio link and gave answers to questions where needed.
Opportunities for Licensed Shared Access in the Netherlands, by Taco Kluwer (Agentschap Telecom)
The Netherlands are in the start phase of LSA. As shown in his presentation, Taco discussed the possibilities available in the L-Band 1452-1492 MHz and in the 2300-2400 MHz band. 
Framing the topic

White space devices were identified as hard to control. LSA is a super method that can replace spectrum assignment by hand because the latter needs a longer lead time. In the LSA case the secondary users are identified and will behave better in view of their relationship with the primary user.
LSA may also be a better means for trading spectrum.

In the current practice, the regulators do a sharing study with the incumbents and when the result was “no spectrum sharing possible” a flat NO had to be given. With LSA the rules could be adjusted, so the chance on sharing is much higher.

The participant working on spectrum management for the Ministry of Defense is happy with LSA and considers opportunities in the lower and higher parts of the military L-band (1427-1452 en 1492-1518/1525 MHz).
Infoshare
Peter Anker, Ministry of Economic Affairs, gave us an update on Policy issues

1. RSPG established a Working Group charged with looking at the future of the UHF Broadcating band relative to the convergance between Broadband and Broadcast.

In addition, the European Commission established a High-Level Group to study this topic among the most important stakeholders (Broadcast, Mobile Operators and delegates from the PMSE sector).

2. The delibarations on the preparation of WRC 2015 are in full swing. One of the agenda items of WRC-15 is to extend frequencies for Mobile Broadband. This item includes the extension of spectrum for RLAN, for instance in the 5 GHz band.
3. The Netherlands has conducted a consultation on the use of the 3.6 – 3.8 GHz band for Mobile Broadband. The lower 100 MHz for public applications, the upper 100 MHz for non-public applications. The proposed change in the National Frequency Plan has been presented to the European Commission. It is expected that the NFP Change can be published this summer.

4. End of January the Nationale Frequency Overleg group (NFO) conducted a special on in-door communication.
