Use case “UMCs”
Wireless needs at “UMCs”.
Jan van Alphen, Strategic advisor ICT Strategy and Informationmanagement at Universitair Medisch Centrum Utrecht, introduced us to the challenges facing the UMCs throughout the Netherlands and abroad with constant innovations, the ever increasing generation of data, the need of robust connectivity with the privacy and security, influence from law and regulations but last-but-not-least the sharing of files with patients.
Jan’s presentation shows the many tasks of the UMCs: the care of patients, scientific research, education and training, interaction with partner organisations and other institutions such as in interaction with the market, vendors and developers. Within this field of influences there is also strong dependence on procurement, regulation and laws. It is clear that the burden is on the shoulders of the people responsible for the information processing and communications.
Maurice van den Akker of SURFnet presented their state of the art in the communications part of the game. They have introduced the term “draadvrij” or “wire-free” for their integrated Mobile network and Local Area networks called MOLAN. They warrant a unencumbert handover between 4 G and Wi-Fi and vice-versa.

In the vivid discussion the need for an architectural analysis was recognised to find the best overall requirements on a conceptual level and the specification of the required interfaces, both between system and humans as well as in the system itself between the various building blocks. It would then become clear what applications were needed and what the requirements are on the infrastructure.
A good example of a complicating external requirement is in the regulation that requires that certification is to be executed on the complete system. It is clear that from the architectural viewpoint the regulation needs to be revisited as the system can be composed of several entities that also can evolve over time.
