Reflection on 10th CR Workshop Workshop Cognitive Radio and radio spectrum sharing: Principles and experiences
Since the 10th workshop we received an invitation to contribute to the magazine ”Verbinding“ may be as a regular column. PMSE en CR: From US pilot product to coordinated introduction in the EU by Eric Rutten (Shure)
Eric gave a presentation on their newest release of PMSE equipment. The system constantly monitors all channels available in the bands available in the country for availability and noise level. Microphone channels are assigned to the best available channel while maintaining a list of best Back-up channels. Whenever an assigned channel is found to be interfered with, the microphone and the receiver are instructed to move to the best available back-up channel through a Wi-Fi network. The transfer takes milliseconds. If that is not acceptable for music, the microphone can be assigned 2 channels and the best channel is used with uninterrupted switching when interference occurs. The interfered with channel being switched toa back-up channel.
Eric and Ron also gave a demonstration where we could see the monitoring levels at the TUDelft location. The switching between channels was demonstrated by switching-on of a hand-adjusted microphone in the used channel.

Report WRC-2012 by Peter Anker
Peter presented us with the relevant point decided at WRC-2012. His presentation is available on our website.
Peter reported that the decision was taken that Neither Software Defined Radio nor Cognitive Radion needed changes of the Radio Regulations and that the 700 MHz band allocated for Broadcasting, in principle may also be used for Mobile Broadband applications after the following WRC (2015) after studies.
Agenda points at the WRC 2015 of interest are:

1.1 Spectrum voor mobiel breedband (IMT)

1 to study additional spectrum requirements, taking into account:

· technical and operational characteristics of IMT systems, including the evolution of IMT through advances in technology and spectrally-efficient techniques, and their deployment;

· the bands currently identified for IMT, the technical conditions of their use, and the possibility of optimizing the use of these bands with a view to increasing spectrum efficiency;

· the evolving needs, including user demand for IMT and other terrestrial mobile broadband applications;

· the needs of developing countries;

· the time-frame in which spectrum would be needed;

2 to study potential candidate frequency bands, taking into account the results of the studies under resolves to invite ITU-R 1, protection of existing services and the need for harmonization;
